Immigration and Cultural Diversity in Israel (ISS 330B / MC 390 / JS 400: 4 credits) 
 
An inquiry-based class in which students investigate issues related to diversity, immigration and identity in
Israel.  Students engage with Israelis on personal, institutional, and professional levels, and use their experience
to  pursue an independent research project. (Instructor: Yore Kedem, Ph.D. Assistant Professor of Hebrew,
MSU) 
 
The Emergence of the Modern State of Israel (MC 290 / IAH 211D / JS 390: 4 credits) 
A survey of ideological, political, and social developments from the rise of the Zionist movement to the present.
(Instructor:  David Mendelsson, Ph.D)
