To be considered, candidates must have 
completed at least three semesters of university study, have a minimum GPA of 3.8, and 
must be accepted to the Rothberg International School’s – Art Jerusalem, Dance 
Jerusalem, or Jerusalem Sounds program for a single semester or full year of study.

institution.  Please be sure to discuss achievements within your field of study and related personal 
interests.  Please note, you may use the same essay you submitted with your application for 
study abroad at RIS.
